He collaborates with the most important Italian newspapers and eventually he 
founds his own: Prospettive Siciliane. Then, on the 5th of May 1960, D'Artagnan is found dead along 
the railway tracks.

GOYA'S APPRENTICE

Madrid 1791, art øourishes under the watchful eye of the Inquisition. Manuèl Alvèra lives and works 
in the family's paint factory, as good as anyone else in mixing pigments. Goya himself, one day, 
struck by his ability, requests him from his father as an apprentice with the promise of making him a 
renowned painter.
